INFORMATION SHEET

This information sheet is intended to provide basic information and rules for this activity.

ENTRIES OPEN:
April 29,2008 (Entries are limited and are sold on a first come, first served basis.)

ENTRY FEE:
A $3000 nonrefundale entry fee will berequired at registration for each team.

CAPTAINS MEETING:
A meeting for team captains (or a representative from each team) will be hdd Thursday,
May 1* at 11 a.m. in 267 Richards Building. Intramural policies and procedures will be
discussed during this meeting and it isimportant that all teams be represented.

DAYS, TIME, AND LOCATION OF PLAY::
Games will be played Tuesdays throughFridays 6:00 - 10:00 p.m. and Saturdays 9:00a.m -
1:00 p.m. onthe RB North Turf Field andin thelndoor Practice Facility (I1PF).

ELIGIBILITY:
Spring 2008full-time students (6 credits), and faculty/staff are eligible. Part-time students,
deferred students, non-students, and spouses of students mug pay an intramural activity fee
for each semester in which they paticipae. Non-students mug be active members of a
BY U ward and their membership recordsmug residein the BY U ward that they attend.

Theintramura activity feeis pad at the HHP College Services Office in 112 Richards
Building. Thecog is $2000 pe semester during fall/winter and $10.00 for spring/summer.
A BYU ID orBYU Net ID with valid picture ID isrequired at time of payment. Thisfee
will enable a participant to compete in any intramural activity during theappropriate
semester.

To participate in a team sport, each player must be added to his online team roster.
Players need to be added to their team roster by 3 p.m. for weekday games and by 3
p-m. on Friday for Saturday games. Team rogersare limited to twenty-four players.
Each paticipant may play for only one Coed Soccer team.

CHECK IN:
It isrecommendead tha participants check-in with the activity supavisor at least ten minutes
prior to gametime. A/l participants will need to show a valid (government, school, or work
issued) picture ID before every game. Participants, whose privileges list Gree NeededQ will
need to show thar pad receipt for theintramural activity fee before they can be checked-in.



FORFEITS:
Teams are encouraged to arrive 10 minutes before gametime. FORFEIT TIME IS GAME
TIME! A forfeitisgiven to teams having lessthan eight legd players at gametime.
Teams receiving their first forfeit will be dropped from regular season play and will
not be eligible for tournament play. Refunds will not be given for forfeited schedules.

TOURNAMENT INFORMATION:
There will betwo divisions(uppe and lower) for regular season play. At theconduson of
regular season play, eligible teams will bere-evaluated and placed in oneof three
toumament divisionsthat best fits thar ability.

-Tournament classification rankingswill bepoged Tuesday, May 20 by 4 pm.

-Teams will have until Thursday, May 22 at 4 pm, to chdlengeclassification rankings
-Toumament schedule will be poged Friday, May 23 by 4 pm.

-Toumament play begins Tuesday, May 27.

EQUIPMENT:
Soccer bdls mug be provided by the participants. The Office of Intramural Activities will
notsupply bdlsfor game play.

UNIFORMS:
Any appropriate, modest athletic uniformis pemissible. BYU issueisoptiond. Shirtsand
shoes mug beworn. Seeveless shirts are notallowed. Shin guards are required!!! Any
pair of cleats considered dangerous by the officials or supervisor may be disallowed for
use at any point during each game.

OFFICIALS:
The Office of Intramural Activitieswill provideall officials. Officials and supeavisors
assigne to your game have the power to make decisonson any point nat specifically
covered by rules of the game or by intramural policies.

SPORTSMANSHIP:
Sportsmanship is everyone's responsibility. We hopetha everyonewill condud himself
in amature and friendly manne. Team captainsare responsble for thecondud of ther
players and therr spectators. Spectators may be asked to leave if necessary.

A yellow/red card system will be used to monitor ungortsmanlike behavior, roughplay and
imprope condud. A participant who receives ayedlow card will berequired to sit outfor
two minutes of gametime. A participant who receives ared card shdl be gected from the
game and will need to leave thefield/court before play resumes. A team with a carded
player will berequired to play with oneless player until the pendty time has expired
(Yellow = 2 minutes & Red = 4 minutes).

Thefollowing are examples of yellow/red card offenses:

Y ellow Card: Nondirectiond profanity; arguing, roughplay; taunting opponets.

Red Card: Illegd paticipaion; directiond profanity; flagrant contact; fighting; threatening
behavior.



LIABILITY:
All participants play at their own risk and must acquire their own insurance.

Thedecisionto cancel activities dueto indement weather will be madeby 4:00 p.m. on
weekdays and 8:00 a.m. on Saturdays.

COED SOCCER RULES:

During toumament play, the clock will be stopped during thelast five minutes of the
game when thegod differential isless than five for thefollowing reasons

A pendty kick

A CautionDisqudification (Y ellow/Red Card)

Following the score of agod, urtil play is restarted

An officia @ timeout

Note: apeiodshdl end at theexpiration of time. Theonly exceptionisto allow a
pendty kick to becompleted

During toumament play, if thegameistied at the expiration of time, thetie will be
broken by a 10-minute sudden degsth overtime. If thegameis still tied at theend of the
sudden death period, the game will be decided by the best of five pendty kicks taken by
each team.

The Offsides Rule will bein effect.

Therewill beno didetackling allowed from any direction. Slidetacklingis defined as
going to thegroundin an attempt to play thebdl within playing distance of an opponet.
Any play deemed dangerousby theofficia will bependized. Thisindudes playingthe
bdl while ontheground

A god scored by afemaleisworth 2 points (1 point if scored by a pendty kick).

**NOTE: According to High School Federation Rules, "on any occasion when a
player deliberately kicks or throws the ball to his/her own goalkeeper, the goalkeeper
is not permitted to touch it with his/her hands." An indirect kick is the penalty for this
violation.
